1. Purpose. To establish procedures for obtaining
transportation arrangenents or authority to procure commercia
transportation through | ocal carrier agents for Mrine

Cor ps- sponsor ed passenger traffic proceedi ng between CONUS and
overseas areas (including Hawaii and Al aska) and within and
bet ween overseas areas.

2. Cancell ation. MCO 4650. 30J.

3. Change Notation. This revision contains a significant
nunber of changes and shoul d be conpletely revi ewed.

4. Applicability. These procedures apply to the novenent of
i ndi vidual s and groups of Marine Corps mlitary personnel
civilian enpl oyees, and dependents traveling incident to
official orders or travel authorizations, including, but not
[imted to, permanent change of station (PCS), tenporary
duty/tenporary additional duty (TDY/ TAD), separation and
retirement, invitational travel (other than space-avail able),
and travel of dependents to hones of selection upon death of
menbers. These procedures do not apply to the follow ng:

a. Unit-type novenents under special prearranged
transportation (special assignnment airlift mssion).

b. Personnel directed to travel via fleet/anphibious ships
or organic airlift.
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5. Definitions
a. Port Call. A directive containing instructions on
transoceani c travel arrangenents. The port call shall include

the foll ow ng:

(1) Flight or sailing assignment, including departure
term nal, schedul ed departure tine and date, arrival tinme and
date, reporting tinme and place, flight nunber, and carrier

(2) Authority to use conmercial air transportation
to be arranged and procured | ocally.

(3) Transportation instructions for onward travel from
the overseas arrival port to the destination

(4) Transportation docunents and travel
i nstructions.

b. CONUS. The 48 contiguous States and the District of
Col unbi a. Does not include Al aska and Hawaii .

c. Detaching Activity. The Marine Corps activity on whose
rolls the individual is adm nistratively carried, regardl ess of
the activity where duty is being perforned.

d. dose-Blood/Affinitive Relative. A person not eligible
for transportation at Governnent expense who is a pernanent
menber of and a resident in a mlitary nmenber’s or Depart nent
of Defense (DoD) civilian enployee’s househol d and dependent
on the sponsor for a home. This includes, but is not linmted
to, a brother, sister, stepchild not approved for dependency,
cousin, or nother-in-law father-in-law, who is a nenber of the
sponsor’s household. The termalso applies to a person who
| oses identity as a dependent for purpose of transportation at
Gover nrent expense, such as attaining the age of 21, who is a
per manent menber of and a resident in the sponsor’s househol d
and dependent on the sponsor for a honme. See paragraphs 7a(1)
t hrough (5).

e. Passenger Reservation Centers (PRCs). The MAC
activities responsible for arranging and confirm ng
transportati on on MAC channel flights.

f. Passenger Control Points (PCP's). Those activities
designated by the services to submit passenger reservation
requests/port call requests received fromdetaching activities
to MAC PRC's. The MCMCC and the activities identified in
encl osure (1) are Marine Corps PCP s.
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g. Category A Transportation. Category A transportation is
MAC- procured one-way traffic noved in |less than planeload lots
by regularly scheduled air carriers over their internationa
comercial routes. The cost to MACis at the applicable
international tariff rate. The cost to the user is at the MAC
tariff rate (reference (a) applies).

h. Category Y Transportation. Category Y transportation is
MAC- procured transportation on regularly schedul ed i nternationa
commercial flights between commercial gateways in | ess than
pl anel oad lots (but not less than 20 seats a flight). This
service is operated on a round-trip basis, balanced between
CONUS out bound and inbound. The cost to MAC is equivalent to
Category B round-trip rates. The cost to the user is at the
MAC tariff rate (reference (a) applies).

i. Category Z Transportation. Category Z transportation
is travel by regularly scheduled international air carrier
with tickets procured with Governnment Transportati on Requests
(GTR s) (SF 1169), at special rates applicable to DoD traffic.

j. Category B Transportation. Category B transportation
is MAC procured chartered (full planeload) conmercial air
service which is assigned MAC flight nunbers and operated as
channel air lift.

k. Category M Transportation. Category Mtransportation
is MAC-procured transportation on mlitary aircraft configured
t o accommpdat e passengers.

6. GCeneral Information

a. Pretravel Requirenents. The procedures contained in
this Oder direct that all pretravel requirenments, such as
obtai ning "no-fee" passports(unless fee/tourist passport
aut hori zed), visas, and i muni zati ons, be conpleted and a port
call obtained prior to detachnment. Marines shall not be
detached prior to receipt of the reply to the request for port
call. Travel orders/authorizations or endorsenents shall direct
personnel to report for transoceanic transportation in
accordance with the instructions and information contained in the
reply to the request for port call

b. Centralized Control of Requests for Overseas Passenger
Reservations. These port call procedures require actions
necessary for meking tinely transportation arrangenents.
Therefore, activity conmanders will consider assigning the
function of requesting port calls to the local activity
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transportation officer. This practice will enhance centralized
control as well as uniformand tinmely port call request action
Local activity commanders will require that all personnel, whose
assi gned duties include arranging port calls and issuing passenger
transportati on procurenent documents, becone thoroughly famliar
and fully conply with the provision of this Order and ot her
applicable Marine Corps directives pertaining to arranging and
furni shing transoceanic transportation

c. Mode of Transportation. For transoceanic travel, the
primary node of transportation is via MAC airlift. Were MAC
airlift is not available, conmercial air is used, usually at a
reduced fare based on a special tariff (Category Z). \When
conmercial air is used, transportation officers will procure
reservations at the Category Z fare unless | ower comrercia
fares are available. Regular sailings of the Mlitary Sealift
Conmand (MSC) passenger ships have been di scontinued. Trave
on commerci al surface transportation has been curtailed and
shal | not be furnished/arranged unl ess authorized by the
Conmandant of the Marine Corps (CMC) (LFT-2) on a case-by-case
basis. Individual cases, where use of air transportation would
cause a personal /nedi cal hardship on the nenber or dependents,
may be referred to the CMC (LFT-2) for consideration. Such
cases mnust be supported by nedical certification or statenent
of hardshi p/ humani tari an circunstances and i ncl ude conmand
reconmendat i ons.

d. Tinely Subm ssion of Port Call Requests. The
i nportance of submitting a tinely port call request cannot be
overenphasi zed. Such action will enhance the chance of
obtaining transportation on or near the traveler’s desired
travel date. In addition, tinmely subm ssion of port cal
requests will pernmit the PCP to provide a response in
sufficient tinme to enabl e the detaching conmand to conpl ete
requi red predetachnment processing. A "tinmely" request for port
call is defined as a request subnitted in accordance with the
instructions in paragraphs 8b(1) and (2); i.e., imediately
upon receipt of orders or transferring directive containing
assi gnment invol ving transoceani c travel

e. Responsibility for Determ ning Availability of
CGovernnent Transportation. The PCP is responsible for
determining the availability of Governnent transportation and
for authorizing conmercial transportation for transoceanic
travel. Reference (b), paragraph 4400.2g, states that
CGovernment transportation is directed, where avail able, unless
ot herwi se specified. Governnent transportation is considered to
be avail abl e unl ess ot herwi se determ ned by the PCP. Unless
travel by commercial air is mssion essential, and
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directed in travel orders, activities will not furnish
personnel commercial air transportation arrangenents for
overseas travel w thout prior authorization fromthe PCP. The
MCMCC, Canp Pendl eton, California, and commands identified in
encl osure (1) have been designated as Marine Corps PCP' s under
the provisions of reference (c) for the purpose of subnitting
port call requests to MAC PRC s

f. Cancellation or Mddification of Port Call. Upon
recei pt of cancellation or nodification of travel orders,
notify the appropriate PCP imediately of any action required
to nmodify or cancel port call arrangenents. Notifying the PCP
of changes effecting port calls is nandatory. Do not assume
that automatic action will be taken by the PCP because it is an
i nformati on addressee to the cancellation or nodification of the
transfer directive. Conversely, PCP's will not await
notification fromrequesting activities before taking action on
cancel l ation of port calls if such orders are received prior to
travel date. The failure to cancel port calls will result in
t he passenger being reported by MAC as a "no-show. " The neans
of communi cati on used to cancel or nodify port cal
arrangenents shoul d be based on tine constraints. PCP s shal
mai ntain records of all cancellations or nodifications of
port calls.

g. Tracer Action. Wen an activity submits an inquiry
(tracer) to a PCP concerning the status of a port call request,
the passenger’s nane (exactly as shown on the port cal
request), social security nunber (SSN), destination, and nonth
of travel nust be provided.

h. Adjustnent of Planned Detachnent Date. Transportation
may not al ways be available on the date(s) requested. It may
be necessary for the PCP to schedul e departures slightly
earlier or later than the travel performance period shown in
the port call request. Wen such a change is made, it nay be
necessary for the detaching activity, upon receipt of port cal
confirmation, to adjust the planned detachnment date
accordingly. However, the individual mnust travel during the
schedul ed nonth of rotation

7. Transportation of Dependents

a. Concurrent Travel. If concurrent travel of dependents
is authorized to the overseas duty station, the follow ng
actions are required:

(1) Eligibility of Dependents to Travel at Governnent
Expense. Ensure that the Marine is eligible for transportation
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of dependents at Governnent expense and qualifies for "comrmand
sponsorshi p" of dependents under the criteria contained in
reference (d). Reference (d) states that, if the Marine does
not have sufficient obligated service to conplete the
"acconpani ed by dependents" tour and will not agree to extend
or reenlist to obtain the necessary obligation, the Mrine
wi Il not be detached without the approval of the CMC (MV),

unl ess he/she elects the "all others" tour

(2) dose-Blood/Affinitive Relatives. In accordance
with reference (e), enclosure (1), paragraph 4-5b (2),
"cl ose-blood/affinitive relatives" of a menber assigned to an
acconpani ed by dependents tour may acconpany the nenber and the
menber’ s bona fide dependents on a "space-avail abl e" basis when
overseas travel is perforned on MAC flights. As an option to
space-avail abl e transportati on, the sponsor may arrange
space-requi red cash rei nbursable (transportation at persona
expense) transportation for close-blood/affinitive relatives
as provided by reference (e), enclosure (1), paragraph,
3-3b(5). When the sponsor elects the space-required option
the cost of transportation nust be paid prior to submtting a
port call request. The cost of transportation will be at the
CGovernnent rate and will be collected by the disbursing/finance
of fice through the use of a Cash Collection Voucher (DD Form
1131) prepared by the transportation officer. The voucher will
be prepared in accordance with the instructions contained in
reference (f), paragraphs 043004 and 043136.

(3) Appropriation Data/Port Call for
Q ose-Blood/ Affinitive Relatives. Air Force appropriation
57X4922. 030 68 C99 S525300 LXXV (replace the al phabetical "XX"
characters with the country code for all collection vouchers
i ssued overseas) will be cited on the voucher. A single port
call request nay be subnmitted to arrange transportation for the
menber, bona fide dependents, and the cl ose-blood/affinitive
relatives. |f the sponsor del ays nmaki ng a decision on the
space-required option until arrival at the MAC termi nal, payment
will be nade to MAC termi nal personnel who will then make
reservations for the relatives. Since such relatives do not
meet the criteria for dependency as prescribed in reference (g),
they cannot be furnished transportati on at Governnent expense.
To use transportation provisions for close-blood/affinitive
relatives, previously cited, travel nust be perforned at the
same tine as the sponsor and/or the sponsor’s bona fide
dependents and is pernmitted for only the transoceanic portion
of the journey. Refer to paragraph 7a(5), followi ng, for the
statement to be included in the nmenber’s travel orders or
endor senent when the sponsor el ects space-avail able travel for
cl ose-blood/affinitive relatives. Reservations cannot be made
for space-avail able transportation. Normal space-avail able
transportation procedures will apply.
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(4) MAC Transportation Authorization (MA). Wen the
sponsor el ects the space-required option, a MAC Transportation
Aut hori zation (MIA) will be issued for the close-bl ood/
affinitive relatives. Do not include themon the MIA i ssued
for the nmenber and his/her bona fide dependents. Wen issuing
MIA's for travel of close-blood/affinitive relatives, nornal
procedures prescribed by reference (h) will be used, except
for the following itens:

(a) Air Mvenent Designator (AMD) (O d MA).
When constructing the AVMD, use "RB" for the type travel code.
Enter "RB" in priority travel code (PriTvl Co) block of new MIA

(b) _Fiscal Data. Enter Air Force appropriation
57X4922. 030 68 C99 S525300 LXXV (replace the al phabetical "XX'
characters with the country code for all MIA s issued overseas).

(c) CIC. Enter "CASH. "

(d) Special Instructions. Enter "CASH PAYMENT."

NOTE: The procedures addressed in the preceding may be
used for preparing DD Form 1131's and MIA's for
ot her individuals who are eligible for
space-required cash reinbursable travel. Trave
codes are "RA" for dependents’ travel in connection
with inmediate fam |y energency and "RC' for
i ndi vidual |y sponsored dependents acquired overseas.

(5) Travel Authorization for C ose-Blood/Affinitive
Rel ati ves. When a close-blood/affinitive relative is
acconpanyi ng the sponsor and/or the sponsor’s bona fide
dependents incident to the sponsor’s PCS orders, or approva
of a designated place for dependents under the provisions of
reference (g), paragraph U5522-D, and the sponsor desires
space-avail abl e transportation for a close-blood/affinitive
relative, include the following in the travel orders or
endorsenent. (See paragraph 7a(2), preceding, for information
on space required cash reinbursenent travel).

"Space-avail abl e MAC transportation is authorized for
(include nane of relative and rel ationship to sponsor)
to acconpany the sponsor and/or dependents noving at
Governmrent expense as a cl ose-blood/affinitive relative
under the provisions of MCO 4650. 16B, enclosure (1),

par agraph 4-5b(2)."
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b. Entry Approval/Area O earance. |If required, request
approval for dependents (and cl ose-blood/affinitive relatives,
if applicable) to enter the overseas area in accordance with
reference (b), paragraph 4121

c. Application for Transportation for Dependents. Ensure
that the DD Form 884 (Application for Transportation for
Dependents) is conpleted and submtted to the PCP or |oca
activity transportation office in accordance with the
provi si ons of paragraphs 7k and m (Al so, see reference (i),
chapter 1, part G section I). This action should not be
del ayed. Processing of dependents nust begin pronptly to
ensure concurrent travel arrangenents. ldentify any
cl ose-bl ood/affinitive relatives on the DD Form 884 if the
sponsor has el ected the space-required cash rei nmbursable option
addressed in paragraph 7a(2), preceding. Do not enter
cl ose-bl ood/ affinitive relatives on DD Form 884 if the sponsor
has el ected the space-avail able option or will delay the
deci sion on the space required cash rei nbursable option unti
he/ she arrives at the MAC term nal

d. Passports. Ensure that "no fee" passports (unless
fee/tourist passport authorized) are pronptly applied for and
acquired, regardless of the type of passports currently held, in
accordance with the instructions contained in reference (j).

Ref erence (j) provides detailed instructions on submtting
applications for and obtaining passports when required.

e. |lmuni zations. Ensure that dependents have received
the necessary i muni zations and hol d proper records of such
i mruni zations as required by references (k) and (1).

f. Pregnancy. Ensure that all dependents who are
pregnant have a certificate signed by a doctor or nedica
officer attesting to the duration/period of pregnancy.
Pregnant wonen up to the 34th week of gestation nay be accepted
for MAC transportation unless travel by air is nedically
prohibited. (See reference (e), enclosure (1), paragraph 2-6a.)

g. Early Arrival of Dependents at Port of Enbarkation
Ensure that the Marine understands that dependents should not
proceed to the port of enbarkation until authorized by the
PCP. In order to preclude financial and personal hardship
authority to report to the port of enbarkation is not given
until overseas transportation arrangenents have been
finalized

h. Unacconpani ed Dependents. The provisions of paragraphs
7a(l) and 7b through g, preceding, also are applicable for
travel of unacconpani ed dependents.
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i. Menber’'s Remaining Tour of Duty. Where a nmenber is
assigned to an acconpani ed tour, ensure that the nember wll
have a m ni mum of 12 nonths renmi ning on the overseas tour upon
arrival of the dependents at the duty station

j. Denial of Entry Approval/Area O earance. Were the
nmenber precedes dependents to an overseas area pending entry
approval, ensure that entry approval has been granted prior to
submitting a port call request for dependents. For sone
overseas assignnents, entry approval will not be granted for
dependents until the nmenber has arrived on station. This
procedure is foll owed because of limited housing in some
ar eas.

k. Oher Information on Dependent Travel. It is not the
intent of this Order to prescribe all of the procedures for
arrangi ng transportation for dependents to overseas areas.
Addi tional information on dependents’ travel is contained in
references (b); (e); (i), chapter 1, sections | and Il; (j);

(k); and (m.

|. Port Call Docunentation for Dependents. Conmands are
not required to submt the docunents prescribed in paragraphs
7m(1) through (4), following, to the PCP along with the port
call request for dependents (and acconpanyi ng cl ose- bl ood/
affinitive relatives, if applicable) when all of the
following conditions exist. In such cases, the prescribed
docunents shall be submitted to the |ocal activity transportation
of ficer for issuance of necessary transportati on docunents.

(1) The Marine and dependents are traveling under PCS
orders which authorize concurrent travel

(2) The requesting command has verified that
entitlenent for transportation of dependents at Government
expense exi sts under the provisions of references (d) and (gQ).

(3) The requesting command will await the reply of the
port call request and provide all necessary transportation
procurenent documents prior to detaching the Marine.

m Exceptions. 1In the absence of any one of the
conditions outlined in paragraph 7|, preceding, the follow ng
docunent s shall acconpany the port call request:

(1) Area clearance authorizations fromthe overseas
conmander .

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(2) DD Form884. In all cases, when the menber
precedes the dependents to the overseas duty station, the
Marine' s location tour date (LTD) and rotation tour date (RTD)
shal | be annotated on the DD Form 884. |n cases where the
Mari ne has reported to the new overseas duty station prior to
submi ssion of a port call request for dependents, the DD Form
884 and supporting docunents shall be forwarded via the chain
of command for witten verification that the dependents
qualify for "conmand sponsorshi p” under the criteria in
reference (d). |If a travel allowance exists fromother than the
old duty station, the commandi ng officer shall identify the
pl ace, including the authority contained in reference (g),
or circumstances establishing such as all owance.

(3) Three copies of the applicable PCS orders.

(4) A copy of approval of the designated place when
dependents are traveling to a place overseas under the
provisions of reference (g), paragraph U5222-D

n. Student Dependents. Refer to reference (i), part C
par agraph 1048, for instructions on arranging transportation
for student dependents traveling under funded trave
orders.

8. Requesting Port Calls

a. Request Format. For travel from CONUS to overseas
areas, port call requests shall be subnmtted to PCPs in the
format outlined in enclosure (2). For travel from overseas
areas to CONUS or within and between overseas areas, enclosure
(2) also may be used to subnmit port call requests to PCP s.
However, if desired a locally designed format nay be used by
overseas conmands to neet specific requirenents. All itens
shown on the port call request fornmat nust be conpleted and
accurate information furnished. Were itens are not
applicable to the traveler, enter "NA " Except as indicated
bel ow, a separate request nust be submitted for each person
traveling under individual orders. A single request nay be
submi tted when i ssion needs dictate that two or nore persons
must travel together on the sane flight
(i nspecti on/ mai ntenance survey teans, athletic teans, etc.).
A single request nust be submitted for each nmenber traveling
wi t h dependents.

b. Leadtinme and Communi cations for Requesting Port Call
When subnitting port call requests to the PCP, the requests wll
be submtted by nmail, whenever practicable. A port call request
will be submitted i medi ately upon recei pt of orders directing
overseas travel. Although the MAC PRC s w ||

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normal |y begin accepting reservation requests fromPCP' s 90 days
prior to the novenent nonth, activities may submt requests to
PCP's nore than 90 days prior to the noverment nmonth. Requests
submitted |l ess tan 45 days prior to the detachnent date will be
the subject of quality surveillance action by PCP's if the

date of the orders indicates sufficient |eadtime was avail able
to permt submission of a tinmely port call request. The

foll owi ng procedures are applicabl e when transfer
directives/orders are received | ess than 45 days prior to the

pl anned detachnment dat e:

(1) Oders Received Less Than 45 Days Prior to
Det achment. Where travel orders are received that require
detachnment within 15 to 45 days after receipt of orders and

the PCP is at another |ocation, the port call request will be
submitted by nmessage (priority precedence). \Were the
detaching activity is collocated with the PCP, requests will be

submitted by tel ephone.

(2) Oders Received Less Than 15 Days Prior to
Det achment. \WWen travel orders are received that require
detachnment | ess than 15 days after receipt of orders, the port
call request will be made by tel ephone.

c. No-Nanme Request. When a delay is anticipated in

sel ecting the individual by nanme to execute travel orders,
subnmit a no-nane request to the PCP in accordance with the
instructions contained in enclosure (2). Do not subnt a

no- nane request if the nanme of the travel er cannot be furnished
to the PCP at |east 20 days prior to the availability date. If
time limtations do not permt the use of the no-nane procedure,
tel ephone the PCP for instructions.

d. Subnission of Port Call Request. Request will be
submitted as foll ows:

(1) Detaching Activity at Sane Location as the PCP
When the detaching activity is collocated with the PCP, port
call requests will be submitted to the appropriate PCP
identified in enclosure (1).

(2) Detaching Activity in CONUS at Locations O her
Than the CONUS PCP's Listed in Enclosure (1) will submt port
call requests as foll ows:

- Recruiters assigned to the Western Recruiting Region will
request port calls through MCRD, San Di ego PCP.

- Recruiters assigned to the Eastern Recruiting Region wll
request port calls through MCAS, Beaufort PCP

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- 1& Staffs and Reserve units will request port calls from
the 4th Marine Division PCP in New Ol eans.

- Marine Barracks personnel in CONUS will request port calls
fromtheir host activity. |If port call capabilities do not exist
at the host installation, request port calls fromthe Los Angel es
Li ai son.

- Individual or commands | ocated in areas not supported by a
PCP will request port calls fromthe Los Angel es Liaison

(3) Detaching Activity Overseas at Locations O her
Than Those Listed In Enclosure (1). Port call requests for
personnel at overseas |ocations other than those served by

Marine Corps PCP's listed in enclosure (1) will be submitted to
the Navy PCP serving the particular area in accordance with
applicabl e Navy directives. |In the event there are no Marine

Cor ps/ Navy PCP's serving the particular area, port cal
requests shall be processed as foll ows:

(a) Location Served by MAC. Subnit port cal
requests to the nearest MAC aerial port, Attn: Term na
Reservations Section (TRS). Since not all MAC aerial ports
hold this Order, requests should be submitted in narrative
format.

(b) Locations Not Served by MAC. Activities
located in areas not served by MAC or |ocated in areas which
are inaccessible to MAC aerial ports are authorized to procure
commercial air transportation in accordance with reference (i).
As specified in paragraph 6c, preceding, when comrercial air is
used, Category Z rate (or other lower conmercial air fare)
transportation should be used to the maxi mum extent avail abl e.

9. Responsibility of the PCP

a. Obtaining Port Calls. Submt the request in accordance
with reference (c), to the appropriate MAC PRC to obtain the
transoceani c transportation arrangenent.

b. Units or Goups. Subnmit a port call request to the
appropriate MAC PRC under group novenent or travel team
integrity procedures contained in reference (c). Upon receipt
of confirmation from MAC, submit a request (by tel ephone,
message or DD Form 1287) to Commander, Mlitary Traffic
Managenment Command, Falls Church, VA 22041-5050, Attn: PTO T,
to arrange CONUS portion of travel

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c. Reply to Port Call Request. Wen the transoceanic
transportation arrangenents are conpleted, imrediately reply to
the port call request. When the PCP is not collocated with the
requesting activity, the PCP shall confirmthe port call by
nessage or FAX with an information copy to the gai ni ng conmand.

PCP’s which are collocated with the requesting activities will

use locally devised procedures for replying to port call requests.
An advanced notification of arrival message will be prepared by
the Admi n Section of Entry Level Schools for graduates of those
school s being port called to an overseas conmand. Replies to

port call requests will include, but will not be Iinmted to, the
fol I owi ng:

(1) The flight number or ship nanme, departure date,
reporting time and place, destination termnal, connecting
flight information, where applicable, and other instructions,
as appropriate. The reporting tine identified to the
requesting activity will be the sane as shown on the MAC
confirmation card.

(2) AMD (old MIA) for MAC flight arrangenents or
priority/travel code (new MIA), as appropriate.

(3) Instructions on arranging conmercial air
transportati on and providi ng advance port call notifications
(see paragraph 9g) when not arranged by PCP

(4) Instructions on providing transportation
procur ement docunents.

(5) Where Category A or Y transportation is arranged,
direct the detaching command to issue a transportati on request,
when required, fromthe point of term nation (point of
debarkation of the Category A or Y arrangenent) to the overseas
duty station or the vicinity of the overseas duty station
Routi ng options for passengers traveling to Marine Corps Air
Station, Iwakuni, Japan are listed in order of preference:

(a) Category B from CONUS to ki nhawa. Category M
from ki nawa to | wakuni

(b) Category Y from CONUS to Osaka, Japan. Rai
from Gsaka to | wakuni

(c) Category Y from CONUS to Tokyo (Narita
airport), Japan. Rail from Tokyo to Iwakuni/Hiroshima, Japan
Commercial air is available from Tokyo domestic airport
(Haneda) to Hiroshinma; however, connections via Tokyo are
difficult, and airports are w dely separated.
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(d) Passengers should convert $275 in Anerican
currency to defray the cost of rail and incidental expenses
if option in paragraph 9c (5) (b) or 9c¢c (5) (c) is used.

d. Marines Traveling to Marine Barracks St Mawgan, United
Ki ngdom Marines traveling under PCS orders to Marine Barracks,
St Mawgan, United Kingdom will be provided Category Y
transportation to Heathrow Airport, London, England. Category
Y service is currently available fromLos Angeles (LAX), San
Franci sco (SFO, New York (JFK) and Washi ngton, DC (| AD/ DCA).
Connecting comercial air arrangenents will also be arranged from
Heat hrow t o Newgquay, United Kingdom on Brymon Airways. |f MAC
is not avail abl e arrange/authorize conmercial air. Were MAC
confirmation (C Card) indicates Category B service was arranged
to Mldenhall, United Kingdom (MHZ), cancel the MAC reservation
and arrange/ authorize commercial air via London Heat hr ow,
United Kingdom (LHR). Marine Barracks, London, United Ki ngdom
does not have transient facilities. Request the detaching
conmand to provide notification on comrercial air arrangenents
from Heat hrow to Newguay as required by paragraph 9h, follow ng.

e. Authorization to Detach Wthout Flight Reservation
When every effort has been made to obtain flight reservations
within the travel perfornmance period to allow detachment on the
pl anned detachment date and issuance of a comercial air
authorization is considered i nappropriate, the PCP nay
aut hori ze detachnent without a port call. The issuance of
aut horizations to detach personnel w thout port calls will be
held to a minimumand will be issued only when failure to do so
woul d cause a hardship to the nmenber and/or the nmenber’s
dependents. Were commands are aut horized to detach personne
wi t hout port calls, the PCP will:

(1) Ootain a flight reservation for the passenger
i medi ately and furnish a reply to the port call request as
outlined in paragraph 9c, preceding, including instructions to
the detaching activity to forward port call arrangenent, wth
appropriate acconpanying instructions, to the traveler at the
| eave address. If tine pernmits, the detachi ng comand shoul d
include a transportation procurenent document when mailing the
port call confirmation.

(2) I'n the event reservations can not be obtained for
the traveler prior to expiration of the traveler’s authorized
delay, the reply to the port call request will direct the
menber to report to the appropriate intermedi ate reporting
activity upon expiration of delay (leave).

f. Modification of Port Calls for Quota Serial Nunber
(QSN) Personnel. When nodifying port calls for nmenbers in the
grade of corporal and bel ow, include the QSN, SSN s, and
mlitary occupational specialties (MXS s) in the reply.
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g. Confirmng Port Calls for Unacconpani ed Dependents.
When confirm ng port for dependents whose sponsor has preceded
themto the overseas duty station, include transportation
procurenment docunent if dependents are not |located in the
vicinity of a mlitary installation

h. Providing Advance Port Call Notification to Overseas
Gai ni ng Commands. CONUS PCP' s are responsible for providing

over seas gai ning commands port call information on inconm ng PCS
personnel. Information on incom ng personnel nust be provided
to the gaining commands well in advance of the schedul ed

arrival of personnel. Tinmely notification will enable the

gai ni ng comuands to arrange billeting and | ocal transportation
to the duty station, where necessary. Therefore, port cal

i nformati on shall be forwarded/transmtted to gai ni ng commands
not later than two weeks after receipt of flight confirmations
fromthe MAC PRC. Where MAC is not available, PCP's, or the
conmand who procured conmercial air arrangements will provide
gai ni ng conmands i nformation on the arrangenents. The PCP

when aut hori zi ng use of comercial air, shall request the commuand
maki ng conmercial air arrangenents to provide the notification

i ncluding i nformati on on connecting conmercial air arrangenents
fromthe MAC aerial port of debarkation (APOD) to destination
airport. When it is necessary to cancel or nodify port calls
after the overseas commands have been furnished flight
information, the PCP’ s or conmand who procured comercial air
transportation will notify gaining conmands of the changes.
However, if the gaining commands can be furni shed new flight data
prior to the date the nmenbers were initially scheduled to arrive,
it will not be necessary to provide cancellation notifications
for passengers who will be rebooked. Port call notifications
wi |l be provided by AUTODI N or nmessage. The formats for AUTODI N
notifications and a sanple code sheet for AUTCODI N notification
cards are shown in enclosures (3) and (4), respectively. The
format for message notification is shown in enclosure (5).
AUTCDI N notification cards nay be prepared by duplicating

CC s 1-19, 23-42, 48, 52-60, 68-70, and 80 (if Transacti on Code
C applies) of the MAC confirmation card and entering the

remai ning data of the notification card fromthe code sheets
(see enclosure (4)). As an option, notification cards may be
prepared entirely fromcode sheets. CC s 21-22, 43, and 49-51
of the notification cards will be left blank. The commands
identified in enclosure (6) will be provided advance port cal

i nformati on by AUTODI N while others will be notified by
message. The follow ng procedures al so apply:

(1) Content Indicator Code MKEB (transportation/port

call transactions) will be cited on header cards transmtted
with notification cards

(2) Advance notifications, including message
notifications, will include passing instructions where the
receiving or action office is known (see enclosure (6)).

(3) Port call information on unacconpani ed dependents
will be submitted by nessage. |n addition to flight
i nfformati on and nanes of dependents, include the nanme, grade,
and SSN of the sponsor. The information will be provided in
narrative formrather than the fornat prescribed in enclosure
(5) for nmessage notifications.

* i. Quality Surveillance by PCPs Identified in Encl osure
(1). These PCP's shall:

(1) Establish and rmaintain a quality surveill ance
program for identifying errors/violations conmmtted by base and
tenant commands in the foll ow ng areas:

(a) Submtting port call requests (tinmely
submi ssion by the detaching activity/unit, providing al
requi red data).

(b) Submitting application for passports, where
required.

(c) Obtaining authorization fromthe PCP for use
of comercial air for transoceanic travel, unless directed in
travel orders

(d) Failing to notify PCP when traveler’s orders
are cancel ed or nodified.

(2) Initiate appropriate correspondence to the port
call requesting activity/unit, identifying errors or violations
and requesting corrective actions.

10. Responsibility of Detaching Activity

a. |Imediate Action. Upon receipt of orders or a transfer
directive containing an assignnent involving international or
transoceanic travel, the detaching activity, with the exception

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of those covered by the provisions of paragraph 8d(3) (b),
precedi ng shall take the follow ng actions:

(1) Subnit Port Call Request. Submit a port cal
request as outlined in paragraph 8, preceding. Port cal
requests involving PCS travel will contain a 10-day trave
performance period (period of tine between the day the traveler
is available to travel and the day that travel er nust depart)
unl ess manpower requirenents dictate a shorter travel period.
A 10-day travel perfornmance period is necessary to provide
PCP’'s sufficient latitude for selecting flights for PCS travel.
When sel ecting a travel performance period, ensure the trave
period is restricted to the nonth the nmenber is scheduled to
rotate. Overseas commmands will ensure that the trave
performance period selected will not require the nmenber to
travel after the RTD or expiration of active service (EAS)
dat e.

(2) Apply for Passports. Ensure that no-fee passports
(unl ess fee/tourist passport authorized) are pronptly applied
for and acquired, regardl ess of the type passports currently
hel d, in accordance with the instructions contained in
reference (j), which provides detailed instructions relative to
maki ng applications for and obtaining passports when required.

(3) Determine Menber’s Physical Qualifications for
Duty Overseas. Ensure conpliance with the requirenent for
physi cal exami nation, as prescribed in reference (1), paragraph
2000. 1b.

(4) Actions Necessary for Dependents’ Travel. Were
transoceani c travel of dependents at Governnent expense is
aut hori zed, detaching commands will conply with the procedures
outlined in paragraph 7, preceding.

(5) Imunizations. Ensure that all required
i mruni zations are conpleted prior to detachment. (See
references (k) and (1)).

b. Predetachnent Briefing. Detaching activities wl]l
establish and maintain | ocal inplenenting procedures to ensure
that each traveler is briefed prior to departure on the
foll owi ng areas

(1) Conduct Wiile in Travel Status. Brief the
travel er on standards of appearance, conduct, and decorum while
in a travel status.

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(2) Uniforms and Baggage. Nornaully, all Marines
traveling via Governnent-owned or -controlled aircraft
(including MAC Categories Band M will be instructed to
report to the aerial port/intermediate reporting activity in
the appropriate uniformof the day. MAC officials will enforce
wearing of the traveler’s orders. Al Marines shall wear the
uni form of the day on MAC flights, unless specifically
aut hori zed by conpetent authority to wear civilian clothing.
Normal Iy, civilian clothing will not be prescribed unless
indicated in the Foreign Cearance Quide. The wearing of
civilian clothing on Governnent-owned or -controlled aircraft
shall be limted to specific, justifiable cases and w ||
normal |y be authorized by the CMC (MV). Wen wearing of
civilian clothing is authorized, clothing nust be in good
taste. The policy for wearing civilian clothing aboard
conmercial aircraft (Categories A Y, and Z) destined for
Narita International Airport, Tokyo, Japan, and civil/
conmercial airports in Spain is indicated in paragraph
10c(3), followi ng. Comanders shall include in basic orders or
endorsenents thereto as appropriate, positive instructions on
wearing the uniform Waring of civilian clothing is
authorized on mlitary aircraft if connecting with a comrercia
flight which will transit a high risk area. (See paragraph
10c(2) (c), following.) Al personnel rotating overseas wl|l
carry as acconpani ed baggage their m nimum uniform
requi renents, except as noted in reference (1), and ship the
remai ni ng uni fornms as unacconpani ed baggage.

(3) Contraband. Ensure that Marines are aware of
prohi bitions on transporting expl osive, dangerous drugs, and
ot her contraband aboard Governnment aircraft.

(4) Transportation Arrangenents. Counsel the traveler
on transportation arrangenents by using the port cal
confirmation. Ensure that the traveler is advised of
assi stance avail able at the base passenger transportation
office and/or the airline ticket office for arranging
transportation while in a | eave status and en route to the port
of enbarkation. Enclosure (7), which contains information on
the location of CONUS MAC term nals, nay be used as a briefing
gui de.

(5) Reporting Instructions. Do not include
instructions for the traveler to report to the MAC terni na
wi t hout designating the conplete flight information contained
in the port call confirmation. Instruct the traveler to report
to the departure terninal on the date and at the tine indicated
by the port call confirmation. Late arrival or failure to
report for flight may result in the Marine Corps being
penalized or billed for costs incurred by MAC as a result of
the traveler’s failure to use the seat.
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c. Upon Detachnent. Prior to detachnment, ensure that
the foll owi ng actions have been taken

(1) Endorsenent of Orders by Detaching Activity.
Identify in the travel orders or endorsenent thereto the
letter, nessage, or telephonic instructions received in
response to the port call request. |In addition, the follow ng
will be identified in the travel orders or endorsenent thereto:

(a) The passenger transportati on procurenent
docunents, by nunber.

(b) Nanme of the carrier and flight number or nane
of the ship.

(c) Nanme and | ocation of the departure terninal
(See enclosure (7).)

(d) Tinme and date the passenger must report to
the departure terninal

(e) Custoner identification code (ClC
(f) Destination term nal
(g) Arrival date and tine.
(h) Connecting point(s), where applicable.
(i) Estimated cost of transportation
(2) Mandatory Statenment To Be Included in Orders or

Endorsenents. The followi ng statenents will be included in
all PCS orders or endorsenents:

(a) Early Ternination of Leave

"If you desire to term nate your |eave prior to your port

call reporting date, report to (show the appropriate
internediate reporting activity fromenclosure (8)). Do not
report to the designated air ternminal nore than 24 hours
prior to flight departure tine. Transient accommopdati ons are
very limted. Per diemis not authorized for the period
involved. This per diemrestriction does not apply to any
necessary del ay beyond your schedul ed departure tine."

(b) Failure to Conply Wth Port Call Instructions

"This port call constitutes a nodification to your trave
orders. Failure to conply with port cal
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i nstructions, except for energencies or situations beyond
your control, is considered as refusal to execute trave
orders and may subject you to disciplinary action. |If your
orders are canceled or nodified while you are in a | eave
status, or other circunstances beyond your control prevent
you fromreporting for your scheduled flight, call the
(show the appropriate PCp and tel ephone nunber) and advi se
of the necessity to cancel or nodify port call. Identify
your port call confirmation, including the flight nunber,
date, airport/terninal of departure, destination, and
desired new port call date, as applicable."

NOTE: For passenger traveling from CONUS to overseas
areas, identify the LAX Liaison (DSN 833-0715/0716/ 1997,
comrerci al 213-363-Ext.) as the PCP to be contacted.

(c) Wearing of Uniformon MAC Flights

"You shall wear the uniformof the day (appropriate
civilian clothes, when authorized) on all MAC flights."

(3) Wearing CGvilian Cothing Aboard Conmmercia
Aircraft. Wen the PCP confirms port calls for officers on
Categories A and Y service, or authorizes procurenent of
Category Z service to Japan via Narita Internationa
Airport, Tokyo, Japan, and conmercial airports in Spain
endorse orders to authorize travel in civilian clothing.
Enlisted personnel traveling on Categories A, Y, and Z service
to Japan via Narita International Airport will continue to wear
the appropriate uniform Al personnel traveling on
Categories A, Y, and Z service to Spain will have their orders
endorsed to authorize wearing of civilian clothing. G vilian
clothing nmay al so be authorized for commercial air travel to
hi gh threat areas.

(4) Excess Baggage. Wien travel via air is
contenpl ated, include the anmount of excess baggage aut hori zed.
Ref erence (b), paragraph 4400.2g, contains instructions on
excess baggage al | owances.

(5) TIransportation Docunents. Ensure that travelers
have been provi ded the necessary transportation procurenent
docunents, such as, DD Forns 1482 (old MIA), 1482-1, and 1482-4
(new MITA's) for travel via MAC-procured Categories A, B, M and
Y service and SF 1169 (U. S. Government Transportation Request)
for travel via regular comrercial transportation at the regul ar
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international rate or Category Z rate. Ensure that MIA's are
properly prepared in accordance with the instructions contai ned
in reference (h), including correct citation of the AVD (old MIA),
total passengers, total baggage wei ght and pi eces authorized,
appropriation data, and CIC. See references (h), (i), and (n)
for exanples of appropriation data formats and exanpl es of
prepared transportation procurenent docunents. The requirenent
that detaching activities ensure travel ers have been issued
transportation procurenent docunments prior to detachment is not
satisfied by an instruction witten into the travel orders or
endorsenent requiring the traveler to obtain them The

determi nation of issuance of transportati on docunents prior to
detachnment is part of the checkout procedure prescribed by
reference (1) which nmust be conplied wth.

(6) Conmpliance Wth Standard Policy for Myvenent of
Marine Corps Units and Transients Overseas (SPMVM). Ensure that
the checklist is conpleted as required by reference (1) and a
copy attached to travel orders.

d. Odering Personnel to Internediate Reporting
Activities. Except under the situations outlined in paragraph
9e(2) and personnel identified in paragraph 12a, travelers wll
not be ordered to report to internediate reporti ng conmands
unl ess directed by the CMC (MM .

e. Ceneral Transportation Information. Ensure that
personnel are furnished copies of enclosure (7) upon
det achnent.

f. Advance Notification on Comrercial Air Arrangenents.
The detaching activity is responsible for providing overseas
gai ni ng commands notifications on conmercial air when directed
in travel orders. This includes commercial air requirements from
the MAC APOD to the final destination. Refer to instructions in
par agraph 9h, preceding.

11. Aerial Port of Enbarkation/Debarkation (APOE/ APQOD)
Sel ecti on

a. Alternate APOE/ APCD Approval. This alternate port
policy was reviewed by the Per Diem Travel, and Transportation
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Al | owance Conmittee as Per Diem Case Nunber 06 14-83. Nothing
was found which is contrary or in addition to the basic
entitlenent contained in reference (Q).

b. Applicability. These APOE/ APOD sel ecti on procedures
apply to Marine Corps personnel traveling under PCS order
bet ween CONUS and overseas via MAC Category A, B, Y, or M
service. These procedures do not apply to nembers returning to
CONUS for separation fromthe service. Such personnel will be
transferred (W5) to the nearest Marine Corps activity in CONUS
for separation in accordance with current procedures.

c. CONUS Qutbound Selection. Generally, port calls are
arranged fromthe CONUS APCE cost effective/ nearest the
per manent duty station. The basic entitlenent for travel would
be fromthe old permanent duty station to the cost
ef fective nearest APOE. Options involving other entitlenments or
circunstances are as foll ows:

(1) Tenporary Duty (TDY) Travel in Connection Wth
PCS. Port call fromthe APOE cost effectivel/ nearest the TDY
| ocation. The travel allowance, nonetary allowance in lieu or
transportation (MALT) plus per diemor transportation in kind
plus per diem as applicable, would be fromthe old duty
station to the TDY point and then to the APCE cost
ef fectivel/ nearest the TDY | ocati on.

(2) Privately Owed Vehicle (POV) Shipnment in
Conjunction Wth PCS Travel. Port call from APCE cost
ef fective/nearest to the authorized POV delivery point. The
aut hori zed POV delivery point can be either the primry POV
delivery point nearest the old duty station or any POV delivery
point in the direction of the new permanent duty station. |If
the delivery of POV is concurrent with the execution of PCS
orders, the nmenber rates an allowance fromthe old duty station
to the POV delivery point and then to the APCE. Refer to
reference (g), paragraph ML1012, for information on
rei mbursenent. DD Form 788 (Private Vehicle Shipping Docunent)
wi |l be used for reinbursenment purposes (to substantiate
shi prent of POV).

(3) Alternate APCE for Personal Travel Gircunstances.
Where the nenber’s personal travel circunstances warrant use
of an alternate APOE, the conmandi ng officer may authorize use
of an alternate APCE when travel to the APOE will be in the
direction of the new duty station. Travel is considered to be
in the direction of the new duty station when the APCE is
internediate to the new duty station. Entitlenent will be MALT
plus per diemfromthe old duty station to the alternate APCE.
Provi sions of reference (g), paragraphs Mi150 and M4159, apply.
Use of an alternate APCE in the opposite direction of new duty
station/ PCS travel is not authorized.

d. CONUS Inbound APOD Sel ection. When other travel
entitlenments (pick up shipped POV, TDY) or other circunstances
(Il eave) are not involved, port calls are arranged to the CONUS
APCD cost effectivel/nearest the new pernmanent duty station.
The basic entitlement for travel and rei nbursenent woul d be
fromthe APOD to the new pernmanent duty station. Options
invol ving other entitlements or circunstances are as foll ows:

(1) TDY Travel in Connection Wth PCS. Port call the
nmenber to the APOD cost effective/nearest to the TDY | ocation.
The menber accrues an all owance, MALT plus per diem or
transportation in kind plus per diem as applicable, fromthe
APOD to the TDY point and then to the new duty station.

(2) POV Shipnment in Conjunction Wth PCS Travel. Port
call the nenber to the APCD cost effective/nearest to
aut hori zed POV pi ckup point when POV will be used to conplete
PCS travel to the new duty station. The authorized pickup
poi nt can be either that nearest to the new duty station or any
port in the same direction of PCS travel. |If POV pickup is
concurrent with PCS travel, the nmenber’s all owance woul d be
fromthe APOD to the new duty station via the POV pickup point.
Refer to reference (g), paragraph ML1012. DD Form 788 will be
used for reinbursenent purposes to substantiate shipnent of POV.

(3) Alternate APOD for Personal Travel Gircunstances.
Where the nenber’s personal travel circunstances warrant use of
an alternate APOD, the nmenber’s conmmandi ng of fi cer nay
aut hori ze use of an alternate APOD when travel fromthe APCD
will be in the direction of the new duty station. Travel is
considered to be in the direction of the new duty station when
the alternate APOD is internediate to the new duty station.
Entitlement will be MALT plus per diemfromthe APOD to the new
duty station. Reference (g), paragraphs Mi150 and M4159,
apply. Use of an alternate APOD beyond the new duty station is
not authori zed.

e. Endorsenent for Alternate APOE/ APOD Sel ection. Wen a
menber selects an alternate aerial port, the travel orders nust
be endorsed to indicate when the alternate port selection was
for personal convenience. The APOE/ APCD sel ected nust be
consistent with the guidelines contained in paragraphs 11c (3)
and 11d (3), preceding. |In such cases, travel orders or
endorsenent thereto will include the follow ng statenent:

"You selected (enter aerial port) as an alternate aeri al
port for personal conveni ence. Your MALT plus per diem

rei nbursenent is from(enter old duty station to alternate
APCD or alternate APOD to new duty station, as applicable)."”
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12. Special Procedures

a. Gaduates of Entry Level Skill Qualifications Training.
Entry Level G aduates will not be directed to report to the
MCMCC.  If it becones necessary to direct a traveler to an
intermediate reporting activity, contact the LAX Liaison or
cMC (M) for reporting instructions.

(1) Marine Corps Schools collocated with CONUS PCP
Port call request for graduates of entry level Marines will be
subnmitted to the PCP. Close liaison will be maintained between
the school and the PCP to ensure port calls are arranged in
advance of detachnent.

(2) Marine Corps Administrative Detachments and Marine
Cor ps Representatives Assigned Duty Wth Non-Marine Corps
School s.

(a) If amlitary passenger office is avail able
to make port call requests, make the request for port calls
through that office

(b) If anlitary passenger office is not avail able,
make the request by phone or FAX through the LAX Liaison.

b. Leave Travel in Connection Wth Consecutive Overseas
Assignnents. The detaching overseas activity will subnmit a tinely
port call request 60-90 days prior to the date of detachment to
the responsible PCP to obtain transportation
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Where the nmenber is assigned from an unacconpani ed overseas tour
to an acconpani ed overseas tour, and dependents were retained in
CONUS, the port call request should include dependents if
concurrent travel is authorized and entry approval (where
appl i cabl ) has been granted. Supporting docunents for

dependents shall be subnitted as prescribed by paragraphs 71 and m
pr ecedi ng.

c. Transportation in Connection Wth TAD in CONUS. Where
personnel (civilian and mlitary) stationed overseas are
directed to perform TAD at a CONUS activity which is collocated
with a PCP, a port call request will be subnmitted to the PCP to
obtain return transportation to the overseas conmand. |If the
TAD site is not collocated with any of the CONUS PCP s
identified in enclosure (1), the port call request will be
submitted to the MCMCC at the address shown in paragraph 8d(2),
preceding. |If the TAD conpletion date is not known prior to
the traveler’s departure for CONUS, direct the traveler to
request the TAD host activity to submt a port call request as
soon as the TAD conpletion date is determned. Full conpliance
with these instructions will reduce the requirenment for use of
nore costly commercial air as well as prevent delay at the MAC
departure term nal while awaiting flight assignment.

d. Transportation in Connection Wth Energency Leave. The
foll owi ng guidelines apply to emergency | eave travel:

(1) Refer to reference (g), paragraphs Ms800, M801
Mr300, and M7301 for identification of nmenbers and dependents
eligible for enmergency | eave/ personal energency travel at
Gover nnment expense.

(2) Individuals authorized transportation at
Government expense will be issued funded TAD orders in
connection with emergency | eave travel, as prescribed by
references (b) and (0).

(3) Advance reservations for the transoceanic portion
of the travel on MAC airlift (Category A B, Y, or M wll be
made by tel ephone. Where travel by comercial air (Category Z
or econony class) is involved, advance reservation shall be
made through the local airline agent or, where applicable, the
base traffic nmanagenent officer. Maxinumeffort should be nade
to avoid travelers reporting to MAC ternminals wi thout flight
confirmations. However, when advance MAC or conmercia
arrangenents cannot be conpl eted w thout undue delay to the
traveler, the PCP shall authorize the requesting activity to
direct the traveler to the appropriate MAC aerial port for
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assistance in obtaining transportation. MAC airlift shall be
used except when it is not reasonably available. Menbers and
conmand sponsored dependents traveling by MAC may use the

APOD/ APCE nearest the |ocation of the energency, including
Lanbert Field, St. Louis, Mssouri. The above also applies to
nmenbers and dependents eligible for funded travel from CONUS to
overseas in connection with emergency |eave/famly energency.

NOTE: For travel of nenbers/dependents not listed in
reference (g), refer to reference (e), enclosure
(1), chapters 3 and 4.

(4) The LAX Liaison is responsible for providing return
transportation for all overseas personnel on energency |eave
when round trip transportati on was not provided prior to
conmenci ng energency |l eave. Additionally, the Iiaison wll
assign | eave dates if not previously acconplished at the APCD
Overseas activities issuing enmergency | eave orders for trave
to CONUS shall notify the liaison by nessage of the pending
arrival of each energency |eave nenber. Marines and command
sponsored dependents shall be instructed to call the Los Angel es
Liaison if a return port call has not been received within 5 days
of expiration of |eave or planned date of return. Energency
| eave travelers arriving at the Los Angel es APOD shall be
instructed to contact the liaison for assistance in arranging
foll owon transportation and return transportati on as needed.

If not arriving at the Los Angel es APOD, contact the |iaison
by phone, commercial: 310-363-1997, DSN. 833-1997 to pass
arrival information, begin energency |eave, and arrange for
return transportation
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(5) LAX Liaison shall establish and naintain records
for overseas personnel on energency |leave in CONUS to ensure
that port calls are cancel ed/ nodified when enmergency | eave is
extended. LAX Liaison shall forward a copy of all energency
| eave extensions to the CMC (MM and the menber’s command.

(6) For additional instructions applicable to
emergency | eave travel, refer to paragraph 3012 of reference (0).

e. Odinary Leave Extensions. Wen personnel are
traveling from CONUS to overseas with authorized delay en
route, instructions included in orders or endorsenent thereto
shall require the Marines to call the LAX Liaison (LAX phone
DSN 833-1997, conmmercial 213-363-1997).

f. LAX Liaison will maintain track of student dependent
travel, EM., R&R, and individuals returning from overseas
wi t hout orders.

13. Privacy Act Statenment. Reference (p) (the Privacy Act of
1974) includes specific requirenents pertaining to requests for
individuals to disclose their Social Security nunbers.

14. CGircuitous Travel and Delay En Route Under PCS Orders

a. Conputation of Travel Costs. \Where circuitous travel
with delay en route is authorized under the provisions of
reference (b), the nenber may be provi ded space-required trave
via MAC-procured transportation (Category A B, Y, and M for al
segnents of a circuitous routing. |ssue a MIA (use a four coupon
MIA (DD Form 1482-4) where available) for all segments of trave
where space-required travel is desired and can be provided. In
all cases involving circuitous travel, the detaching conmand wil|
deternmine if excess cost will result by conparing the cost of the
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direct route to the cost of the segnented/circuitous route.

Advi se the nenber of the excess cost. Cost conputations may be
included in the travel orders or endorsenent thereto which

aut horizes circuitous travel. The nmenber nust pay any excess
transportation cost (see paragraph 14d, followi ng). The

foll owi ng are exanpl es of cost conparisons involving circuitous
travel (refer to the MAC tariff for current rates):

(1) A nenber stationed in Okinawa desires delay en
route in Hawaii in connection with travel to CONUS. The direct
cost of MAC travel from Ckinawa to CONUS (Los Angel es
International Airport (LAX)) is $516. The segnmented cost woul d
be kinawa to Hawaii ($391), plus the cost fromHawaii to LAX
($135), for a total of $526. The excess cost is $10.

(2) A nenber stationed in Okinawa desires to delay in
the Philippines in connection with travel to CONUS is $516.
The segnmented cost would be Ckinawa to the Philippines ($77),
plus the cost fromthe Philippines to LAX ($505), for a tota
of $582. The excess cost is $66

(3) As an option to the precedi ng exanpl es, the nenber
may travel space-available to the overseas delay point and
space required for onward travel to the destination APCD. |If
this option is used, a nmenber stationed in Ckinawa, with
aut horized delay en route in the Philippines, would accrue no
addi ti onal cost since the MAC cost (FY 86 MAC tariff) fromthe
Philippines to LAX ($505) is less than the entitlenment ($516).
A nenber using this option, in connection with delay in Hawaii,
woul d accrue no cost since the cost of space-required
transportation fromHawaii to LAX is |less than the entitl enent
(Ckinawa to LAX).

b. Menber Acconpani ed by Dependents. A nmenber who is
entitled to transoceanic travel of dependents at Governnent
expense may have such dependents acconpany hi m her, provided
the nmenber pays the excess cost. |If the sponsor elects to
travel space-available to an overseas delay point, the
dependent al so woul d have the option

c. Entry Requirenents. Ensure that any entry requirenents
for the country to be visited are satisfied. This will avoid
enbarrassnent to the menber and unnecessary hardshi p/ del ay.

d. Excess Cost Collection Procedures. \Where the costs of
the circuitous routing is in excess of the cost of travel by
the direct route, the excess cost must be collected by the
det achi ng comrand.
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The excess cost nust be collected in advance of travel by use
of a Cash Coll ection Voucher (DD Form 1131) prepared by the
transportation officer in accordance with reference (f),

par agraph 043004. Checkage/cost charge procedures will not be
used.

NOTE: These procedures also apply to PCS travel from CONUS
to overseas with authorized overseas delay en
route.

*15. CONUS PCP Reports to LAX Liaison. CONUS PCP's identified in
enclosure (1) shall provide the LAX Liaison input to the reports
outlined in enclosures (9) and (10). Enclosure (9) should
identify MAC service on all channels with the exception of LAX
Lanbert Field, St Louis, and Gakland International Airport.
Passenger novenents for these channels will be collected by
Marine liaison units at these respective APOE's. The report
data shall be submitted by the conmmunication (message, letter,
or AUTODIN) and format requested by the LAX Liaison. The data
must be subnmitted on a nonthly basis, to arrive at the LAX

*16. Overseas PCP Reports to the CMC (LFT-2). Marine Corps
Base (MCB), Canp Butler, Japan, Marine Corps Air Station
(MCAS), Iwakuni, Japan, and MCAS, Kaneohe Bay, Hawaii, shal
provi de the CMC (LFT-2) reports outlined in enclosures (9) and
(10). The reports shall be subnmitted on a nmonthly basis, by
the 30th day of the nonth followi ng the nonth of operation
under a letter of transmittal, to include an assessment of the
month’ s operation and identification of problemareas. The
reports may be submitted by machine printout, at the option of
the activity comander; however, such reports nust contain the
same data prescribed by enclosures (9) and (10). The
destinations contained in enclosure (10) should be changed to
reflect destinations to which overseas PCP' s provi ded
transportation.

17. Reports by the LAX Liaison. The LAX Liaison shal

consol idate and subnit transportation reports received from CONUS
PCPs to the CMC (LFT-2) as indicated in enclosure (9), Report
Synmbol MC-4650- 05, Report on Use of MAC Channel Service and

encl osure (10), Report Synbol MC-4650-06, Report on Use of
Commercial Air Transportation. These reports shall be submtted
on a nonthly basis, by the 30th day of the nmonth foll ow ng the
mont h of operation, under a letter of transmittal, to include an
assessnment of the nonth’s operation and identification of
probl em areas. The report may be submitted by machine

printout, at the option of the activity comrander; however,

such reports nust contain the sane data prescribed by encl osures

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18. Quality Surveillance by the LAX Liaison. The LAX Liaison
shal | :

a. Establish and maintain a quality surveillance program
for the purpose of identifying errors/deficiencies requiring
corrective actions in the follow ng areas:

(1) Port calls/passports.

(2) Failure of commands to properly prepare personne
for duty overseas prior to detachnent as required by Marine
Corps directives; e.g., transportation procurenment documents not
i ssued, overseas checklist for enlisted personnel not conpleted
and attached to PCS orders in accordance with reference (I).

(3) Detachnent of travelers by activities prior to
recei pt of port call without authority fromthe PCP

b. Initiate appropriate correspondence to port cal
requesting activities, identifying the errors/deficiencies and
requesting corrective action in accordance with applicable
directives. Such correspondence shall request that activities
respond in witing (with a copy to the CMC (LFT-2)), identifying
the corrective actions taken to preclude recurrence of errors/
deficiencies. The CMC (LFT-2) shall be furnished a copy of al
quality surveillance inquiries/actions initiated by the LAX
Li ai son.

c. Establish and naintain a quality surveillance program
for the purpose of nonitoring no-show personnel. Surveillance
action shall include the follow ng:

(1) Initiate appropriate correspondence to detaching
commands to ascertain the reason personnel failed to report for
their assigned flight. Wen responding to LAX Liaison surveillance
i nquiries, detaching conmands shall identify the reason a
traveler failed to report for his flight (orders nodified/
cancel ed). The CMC (MVEA-1, MMOA-1, and LFT-2) shall be
furni shed a copy of all no-show surveill ance actions and
responses.

(2) Furnish the CMC (LFT-2) a nonthly summary of
no-show quality surveillance actions taken or planned and
referral of any policy nmatters which may require
resol ution/action by Headquarters Marine Corps. The no-show
summary may be added as an addendumto encl osure (9).

(3) Wiere personnel with the grade of sergeant and above

are reported as no-shows and the gaining cormmand can be identified,
submit periodic inquiries to gaining commands in instances where
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responses from detachi ng commands do not give a reason for the
no-show. The gai ning command shall be requested to ascertain
the foll ow ng:

(a) Whether the Marine has reported for duty.

(b) Marine's flight nunber and date of departure
from CONUS.

(c) Wiy the Marine failed to report for the flight
identified in the port call.

19. Quality Surveillance at MAC Terminals. The Conmmandi ng
Oficer, MCMCC, shall establish and maintain a surveillance
program at Cakland, St. Louis, and Los Angel es Internationa
Airports for the purpose of screening personnel reporting for
MAC flights and ensure conpliance with uniform and appearance
standards prescribed in references (1) and (qg). Liaison
personnel shall be directed to take necessary corrective action
to ensure personnel neet ninimum uniform and appearance

st andards before boarding MAC aircraft. |If it becones
necessary to hol d personnel beyond their schedul ed flight,

i ai son personnel shall cancel MAC reservations as far in
advance of flight departure as possible. The MCMCC wi | |
initiate correspondence to the overseas receiving conmands

advi sing of the delay (forward copies of such correspondence to
the CMC (MM). The CMC (MVEA, MMOA and LFT-2) shall be

furni shed copi es of correspondence concerning violations of

uni form and appearance standards. Overseas conmanders with
operational control of Marine Corps |iaison personnel wll

i npl enment similar procedures as previously outlined with copies
of correspondence furnished to the Commander, MCB's, Pacific.

20. Supervision of Personnel on MAC Flights. For the purposes
of supervising Marines traveling aboard MAC aircraft, group
travel guidelines are prescribed at reference (b), paragraph
4401.2. A commi ssioned or noncommi ssioned officer shall be
desi gnated troop commander and shall maintain necessary contro
over enlisted personnel in such natters as personal appearance,
