	Description:
This panel will highlight initiatives that address unique logistical challenges confronted by DoD everyday.  We will explore plans and proposal that provide more efficient and effective distribution solutions to issues that confront both the operational theater and CONUS.  The members of this diverse panel bring a wealth of recent experiences to enhance and enrich the discussion.  Join us to gain an appreciation of how these initiatives will impact you!


FUNCTIONAL BREAKOUT SESSION DESCRIPTIONS
An important part of the Symposium agenda is the Functional Breakout sessions. These intense, subject specific sessions are offered on four occasions throughout the Symposium and offer attendees a more intimate and hands-on experience of the topic. These sessions provide attendees the opportunity to meet with presenters personally and to get their answered and comments heard.
CG Approved Functional Breakout options are provided below. 
1. The Contracting Quiz Show (Moderator: Craig Robinson; Panel Members: Cathy Golden, Carolyn Corria, Sharon Schutter, Rodney Cameron, Toni Paster-Dupree. POC Sharon Schutter, AQ) 
The presentation will educate both internal and external clients (both SDDC personnel and industry) on a wide range of contracting topics and information to include an insight into the acquisition process for industry and our SDDC client community; from identification of client need through contract award and administration. This breakout will cover a wide array of contracting questions and provide timely information to both industry and internal clients. The presentation will be formatted like a quiz show to include “commercial breaks.” These breaks will help break up the many “questions” that will run through the presentation. The topics will be categorized (like the show Jeopardy – so we can have audience say, “I'll take ‘Source Selection' for $40 please” dialog. The commercial breaks will allow team to emphasize a service SDDC provides or some sort of product they should use….web site link or something like that. 
2. Setting Ethical Boundaries - Government and Contractor Personnel (Moderator: Steve Davis, JA) 
Session is designed to educate both SDDC employees and government contractors about the ethics rules that apply to the relationships between SDDC and its industry partners. The information is directed to both government personnel and contractor personnel. The focus is to educate both on the boundaries established on their relationships by the Joint Ethics Rules and the Procurement Integrity Act. By both government and contractor personnel having knowledge of these rules, ethics issues and potential investigations can be avoided. Contractors will be educated on the limits established by the law on gratuities that government personnel are allowed to accept from them, and will address the limits of information that a government employee may share with a contractor in regards to source selections and proprietary information. This information can assist contractors in understanding the limits of interaction with government employees and help avoid embarrassing situations or interactions that may be questioned by a third party later. (Note: Documented attendance at this session satisfies the requirement for CY 2006 ethics training for Army employees . )

3. Defense Transportation System – Moving Ahead in the 21st Century (Moderator: Paul E. Joyce. Panel Member: Andrea Carlock. POC: Willie Hazel, OSD On Site POC: Andrea Carlock) 
A panel of subject matter experts from the Travel Management Office (TMO) will provide the latest information on the status of the Defense Travel System (DTS).  Discussion will include details on added functionality and customer improvements being delivered in future DTS software releases.  Also, the panel will provide an update on procurement efforts for Commercial Travel Services for DOD.  A question and answer period will follow to a follow to address items of interest from the floor.  The presentations will compliment booth demonstrations on the exhibit floor. 

4. DoD Travel Management Office – Government Travel Charge Card Program (Moderator: Perry Hampton. Panel Member: Shirley Hall. POC: Willie Hazel, OSD. On Site POC: Shirley Hall)
Information will be provided on the latest changes within the DoD Travel Charge Card Program. Discussions will include an overview of the Travel Charge Card Program, Office Management and Budget Metrics on Government-wide goals for both Centrally Billed Accounts and Individually Billed Accounts. We will also discuss new initiatives including an update on the General Services Administration SmartPay procurement efforts for the upcoming solicitation. A question and answer period will follow to address items of interest from the floor. 

5. "FAMILIES FIRST" - A New Generation (Panel: COL Steve Amato, PP; Cullen Hutchinson, PP; US Band & SRA Reps) 
Session is to educate and address issues.  We will inform and educate our stakeholders on FF and on the Defense Personal Property System (DPS) and provide an update on issues related to the program.  Session will offer functional overview of Phase I, II, and III of Families First.  It will address issues and changes necessitated by the deployment of DPS.  Audience is Personal Property Shipping Offices, Transportation Industry Associations, SDDC, Service Branches, Service Headquarters, The Coast Guard and other government agencies. 

6. Key Aspects of Personal Property – Household Goods Movements and Storage Today (Moderator: Donna Jack; Panel: Gail Collier, Dennis Barborak & Ethel Anderson) 
The purpose is to educate the audience on the functions of the “current household goods movement and Non-Temporary Storage" programs, as well as address ongoing issues we all face today. The audience is normally industry participants, to include associations, transportation service providers and ocean carriers; military service participants to include headquarters and shipping offices and other interested parties to include DFAS, GSA, US Bank, GAO, etc. The focus is to provide any new information or changes implemented within the current program environment that affects industry or the government. We will identify where the audience needs to go to obtain information about the current program. 

7. Biometrics Supporting Transportation Security (Moderator: LTC Glenn Blondin; Panel: LTC Eric Nikolai, TRANSCOM) 
The purpose is to update the initiative for a scalable, fully configurable Security and Identity Management solution the delivers non-refutable proof of identity to enhance safety by ensuring only valid individuals gain access to controlled areas or obtain secure products. The session will introduce the CONOPS & status update of the limited test being developed towards specific commercial vendors involved with AA&E movement and opportunities for future support vendors moving Freight of all Kinds (FAK). Discussion highlights the features, benefit and opportunities of using second generation follow-on to the Common Access Card termed DoD Biometric Identification System . We will demonstrate how Biometric enable technology and integrated information sharing can make AA&E movement safer, and explore opportunities to expedite clearance onto DoD facilities through IM enabled smart cards. We stand ready to conduct a breakout session to gain carrier perspective and address issues as required/desired. 
8. Domestic Distribution Initiatives (Moderator: Brad Bernard Panel: C.E. Radford, Brian Rivera) 
In this session, the many critical business enhancements that support our domestic distribution mission will be addressed. This panel will discuss emerging methods of contracting for transportation services, updates on various DoD and DOT rules that guide our business practices, greater use of technologies to support freight management, and an overview of transportation security initiatives. Additionally, key areas of concern and ongoing credentialing will be addressed. 

9. Where's my Cargo? (Moderator: Greg Sweetland. Panel:  Capt. Robert Marcinek, USN/Remi Silva, G6; SSG Arturo Rodriquez, G3; and Roger Watson, Unisys) 
This session will educate and address issues concerning Automated Identification Technology and Battle Command Sustainment Support System (BCS3).  Learn about the latest electronic technology being employed by DoD to track cargo within the Defense Transportation System.  We will also portray the SDDC Common Operating Portal, way ahead and what BCS3 means to the folks in the field.  Focus is on capabilities and command guidance for implementing new system. Come and see a display of the latest hardware and software.  Audience is ITOs, TMOs, DTOs, carriers, shippers, contractors, and SDDC personnel. 

10. SafetyNet: A HAZMAT Document Retrieval System (Moderator, Joe Dugan, Safety Office; Panel: David Morales) 
This session will educate DoD installations and customers shipping hazardous materials. The audience is Installation Transportation Officers, Traffic Managers and DoD shipping activities. The focus – the SafetyNet – system is a depository of hazardous materials authorities (electronically retrievable documents) required for the transport of hazardous DoD cargo. 

11. Procurement Fraud Program Overview (Moderator - Janel Kaminsky, SJA) 
The session will educate both SDDC's employees and government contractors about the DoD's procurement fraud policy, individual responsibilities and consequences of procurement fraud. It will focus on the transportation officer's role as a procurement official, and the DoD contractor's responsibility; provide a general overview of the statutory and regulatory requirements, the procurement fraud process, potential judicial, administrative and contractual remedies and SDDC's procurement fraud program. Discussion of several cases of procurement fraud involving transportation officers and the lessons learned.

12. International Initiatives (Moderator: Joe Repp; Panel: Patty Maloney)
This session provides updates on major changes and enhancements supporting our international distribution mission. Areas to be covered include: USC05 changes and booking enhancements, implementation of IBS worldwide, documentation and customs changes, intransit visibility initiatives, Pipeline Asset Tool (PAT) and carrier performance metrics.

13. Accessing America's Railroads (Door-to-Door Service) (Moderator: George Gounley, G3 Panel: Rail Reps)
Rail movements are as important as they ever were in making cost effective deployments and redeployments. Yet, compared to past wars, few of us have any direct experience with railroads, even as passengers on a train. The panel will talk about what goes on behind-the-scenes at SDDC, on the railroads, and at the port in making a rail deployment happen. In addition to questions on the subject matter of their presentations, the panel members have a wealth of rail experience and will address any rail issue of general interest.
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
