Subj:  JOINT INTERMODAL PLATFORM MANAGEMENT SYSTEM (JIPMS)
1. On 3 February 2006, the Under Secretary of Defense released an official memorandum delegating Commander, United States Transportation Command (USTRANSCOM) the authority to disseminate policy on the development of intermodal container standards for those containers entering the Defense Transportation System. 
2. In response, the Joint Staff, USTRANSCOM, Combatant Commanders, the Services, Defense Logistics Agency (DLA), Surface Deployment and Distribution Command (SDDC), and the Army Intermodal Distribution Platform Management Office have been working to develop the Joint Intermodal Platform Management System (JIPMS). 
3. Due to lessons learned from OEF/OIF and various military operations, The United States Marine Corps strongly supports and concurs with the development of JIPMS.   
4. On 17 February 2006, Brigadier General Edward G. Usher, Director, Logistics Plans, Policy & Strategic Mobility Division, Headquarters, United States Marine Corps provided an official memorandum to Commander, USTRANSCOM reiterating the support for the development of a single system to support the intermodal platform management mission.  
5. The Logistics Distribution and Strategic Mobility Policy Center (LPD), Installations and Logistics Department, Headquarters, United States Marine Corps has been delegated as Headquarters point of contact for this issue.
