Pre-IPRB Meeting Conclusions (June 23, 2004)
At the close of the Pre-IPRB meeting the following changes were concluded: 

  1. In the MILCON Prioritization Process (MPP) one criteria change was made: Mission category SUSTAINMENT was renamed INDIRECT SUPPORT.

  2. In the procedural conduct of the IPRB the following changes were made:


a. Individual DD1391 project submissions for the FY09 IPRB will be identified by the submitting bases and confirmed by the CC JPOs/SCPs that the projects are either NEW footprint or Old footprint using the DoD Recapitalization definitions. The NEW/OLD footprint identification will be used in the FY09 prioritization.


b. The project briefing time of ten minutes per command remained unchanged, but number and choice of which projects to be brief was left to the individual command.


c.  For the five FY08 projects (listed below) that made the cut line during the FY08 IPRB, but had to be reprogrammed in FY09 or later (due to external constraints), they will re-compete at the FY09 IPRB but will retain the respective ratings that were determined during the FY08 IPRB.  Project sponsors need to be prepared to brief the importance/value of their project on day one of the IPRB.
