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MCFMIS

- The Software for the MCFMIS (Windows based) upgrade has been forwarded to Ft. Lee for the Instructor staff and the Food Teams training.  

· Effective 1 Oct 06 we will begin the upgrade to the

Windows based system. The current legacy system will remain in place until training and deployment is complete.  Roll out will begin the week of 30 Oct 06 and is projected to conclude 02 Mar 07.  The official deployment schedule is attached.  Commands need to ensure that NMCI requirements in support of this upgrade are validated prior to the arrival of the Food Teams. 
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Civilian Meal Rates

- The request for separate meals rates for civilians to subsist in the Marine Corps mess halls has been denied by the Office of Under Secretary of Defense (Compt). We are currently working with CMC Legal to readdress with OSD. 

Rapid Gate
The Rapid Gate program has the potential for a significant impact on the base and stations civilian contractor workforce.  It is a voluntary base access program which will allow non-DoD civilians to obtain passes to gain expedited base access.  The personnel will be required to have a background check prior to being given the RAPIDGate pass. There is a significant cost associated with obtaining the pass; a cost which companies may try to pass on to the government. For more information click on the link below:

GAP Analysis

HQMC conducted a FAA (Functional Area Analysis) and FNA (Functional Needs Analysis) in preparation for the GAP Analysis that MCCDC is conducting on the Field Food Service Program.  The GAP Analysis will determine shortfalls in the capabilities of the Field Food Service Program.  The solution for the shortfalls will be determined to be material or non-material.  
This study is a pilot for the new UNS (Universal Needs Statement) process.  The results of the study will validate our requirement for an “intermediate” field food service capability as submitted by II MEF UNS.  Once the process is complete, HQMC will have authorization to move ahead with the purchase of the Expeditionary Field Kitchen (EFK).  Study is scheduled to be completed in Mar/Apr 2007.

MARFORK Mess hall

Marine Forces Korea will open the first Marine Corps mess hall on the Korean Peninsula in Dec 2006/Jan 2007. The Schedule for the opening of the facility is as follows:
